Put transparency 1 on the overhead

Ask: Will someone volunteer and read A?

Remove transparency

Say: Sometimes when we read something, we can tell certain things are about to happen
because of the information given. This is called inference. Say it with me.
Inference! To infer, means to draw a conclusion based on evidence. For example, if
we wake up and go outside and the whole neighborhood is wet and the sky is filled
with dark clouds we can infer that it rained. If, on the other hand, only one yard
has water in it, we can infer that the lawn was just watered.

Cause and effect is also something we encounter as we read. Cause and effect
explains why something happens, or what will happen because of a particular
event. For instance, if we are going to the movies and there is a fire at the theatre,
the theatre closes and we cannot see our movie. The fire is the cause of our not
being able to see the movie. Our not being able to see the movie is the effect.

Another thing we do is draw conclusions. Drawing conclusions from our reading  allows
us to give reasonable answers based on what we have read. For instance, if a student makes
excuses for not having their homework and the excuses are not very good ones, we
conclude that the teacher probably will not believe them.

Ask: Are there any questions about inference, cause and effect, or drawing conclusions?

Say: The final thing we are going to discuss today is making predictions. Based on what’s going
on in a passage, we are able to predict the outcome. For instance, if Dad is building a fire
for the barbeque and uses two gallons of gasoline to start the fire, we can predict that we
had better stand back when he lights it and that Dad will probably burn his eyebrows.

Remove transparency
Say: Remember, to infer means to draw conclusion based on evidence. If we go outside
and the ground is wet and there are rain clouds, even though we didn’t see the rain,

we can infer that it rained.

Cause and effect explains why something happens, or what will happen because of
a particular event.

To draw a conclusion means to be able to reach an answer based on the information
we have read.

Finally, based on what’s going on in a passage we are able to predict the outcome.
Ask: Are there any questions?
