Put transparency 1 on overhead

Say: We will begin each meeting with a TAKS drill. This is so we can get use to the
types of questions that will be asked on the test.

Ask: Will someone volunteer and read A?
Who wants to read and answer A-1? [answer: B]
Who wants to read and answer A-2? [answer: D]
Will someone volunteer and read B?
Who wants to read and answer B-1? [answer: A]
Who wants to read and answer B-2 ? [answer: B]

Remove Transparency 1
Say: Today we will learn about writing for audiences.
Ask: Can anyone tell me what [ mean by audiences? [answer: those being written for].

Ask: Can anyone tell me what the audience has to do with writing? [answer: the audience should
define the piece you are writing].

Say: If the audience defines the piece you are writing. What type of language should you use
when writing to them? [answer: you should write to their social level].

Put Transparency 2 on the overhead
Read: The information on the transparency to or with the students.

Put Transparency 3 on the overhead

Ask: Can anyone tell me what a subject is? [answer: when writing it is the topic of interest or the
primary theme of a writers work].
Read: The information on Transparency 3 to the students.

Say: Read A Fun Collection and do TAKS practice 1.
Remember to read carefully and write your answers thoughtfully.
